Quincy A. Lucas, Founder and President of Witney’s Lights, Inc, is a native of Baltimore, Maryland. 

Lucas is a two time graduate of Delaware State University. She has earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Elementary Education and a Master of Arts degree in Curriculum and Instruction. 
Quincy currently works in the field of education. Prior to becoming an educator Quincy served in many positions as a community liaison; first as a Parent/Teacher Resource Center Coordinator with Child, Inc., later as an advisory council member for Delaware’s Capital School District. Quincy was later appointed by the Governor of Delaware to serve as board member of the Children’s Trust Fund. In 2001 Mrs. Lucas was presented with the esteemed Jefferson Award for outstanding service. Her awards and honors are numerous ranging from distinguished education awards to being selected as a Links, Inc. Scott Hawkins Leadership Institute Fellow; an honor bestowed to only 47 young women worldwide who demonstrate exceptional leadership ability. She is the first to receive such an honor as a Dover, Delaware member of The Links, Inc. In addition, Quincy was honored by the North Atlantic region of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc. as the first individual ever to receive the prominent HOPE Award for her commitment and dedication to community service. Shortly thereafter, Quincy was presented with the 2010 Distinguished Alumni Award by her Alma Mater, Delaware State University for her contributions to local, regional and global communities. In addition, Quincy was honored to have been presented with the DEMCO (Delaware Multicultural and Civic Organization) Public Servant Award for outstanding commitment to Public Service. Most notably, Quincy was the 2010 recipient of the Frontline Ministries Community Humanitarian Award for her dedication to the promotion of Human Welfare and Social Reform.
In addition to her contributions in the fields of education and leadership, Quincy is also a member of Calvary Baptist Church in Dover, Delaware where she serves on the Deaconess Board.  She holds memberships in the Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc., the Dover, Delaware chapter of The Links, Inc. and The Women of Color Task Force against Domestic Violence. 
While Quincy is proud of her accomplishments, it is the establishment of her non-profit 501(c) (3) organization, Witney’s Lights, Inc, that she is most proud of.  Witney’s Lights was founded in honor of Quincy’s sister, Dr. Witney Holland Rose, who at the age of 34 became a victim of Domestic Violence Homicide at the hands of her ex-boyfriend. Witney’s Lights is a grassroots non-profit organization committed to eradicating domestic violence through awareness, education, prevention, advocacy, and a commitment to advancing the initiatives laid out in the landmark, Violence Against Women Act of 1994. Under her leadership as President, Witney’s Lights has emerged as a leader in the battle against domestic violence. Reaching out to community members as well as national leaders, numerous corporate partnerships have been formed to unite and respond to the call of action to help educate, empower and prevent relationship violence. Signature programs and events such as the Witney’s Lights Youth Ambassador Program, and the Witney’s Lights Walk/5K Run to End Domestic Violence have received massive support and national recognition.
Quincy has spoken throughout the country on the topic of Domestic Violence and Victim Advocacy.  It is because of her courage and dedication to end domestic violence that Mrs. Lucas was chosen by the Obama/Biden campaign to place into nomination Senator Joseph R. Biden, Jr., author of the Violence Against Women Act 1994, as the Vice President of the United States of America. The day she nominated Sen. Biden at the Democratic National Convention in Denver, Colorado, history was made; as Quincy is both the first Delawarean and the first African American woman to play such a pivotal role in the election process. Quincy later had the privilege of accompanying President Obama on his historic Whistle Stop Train Tour from Philadelphia, Pa. to Washington, D.C.  Quincy was honored to have been given the task of introducing President Obama to a crowd of over 45,000 people at the Baltimore rally stop. Quincy and her family later attend all Inaugural activities as a special guest of the President and Vice-President. 
Quincy continues to speak out against Domestic Violence. She has been invited to serve as the Keynote Speaker for the National Crime Victims Rights Week sponsored by the United States Department of Justice under the leadership of United States Attorney General, Eric Holder. In addition, Quincy has been asked to attend numerous White House events and roundtable discussions with Vice President Biden and President Obama’s Senior Advisor, Valerie Jarrett; all for the purpose of domestic violence awareness and women empowerment. With the success of her non-profit organization, public speaking engagements and the development of key corporate partnerships, Mrs. Lucas is clearly passionate about her cause.
Today, Quincy continues her pursuit of excellence as a Doctoral Student at Wilmington University where she is studying Organizational Leadership. She and her supportive husband, Dr. Kevin A. Lucas, are the proud parents of Malcolm, Victoria and Benjamin Lucas. They reside in Dover, Delaware.

As a Domestic Violence Awareness Advocate and Motivational Speaker, Mrs. Lucas holds firmly to the belief that to whom much is given much is required; “my life-long commitment; until I have no breath left in me is to continue to speak to anyone willing to listen about the effects that violence has on the victims and that crime can strike anyone; all are vulnerable; yet the first step to change is awareness”. Quincy charges individuals and organizations to “take a stand. Stand up for those who live through you. As you become empowered, you give back power and hope to our community that they can make a difference!”
